Today, more than ever, it is clear that Iran’s future lies not in the continuation
of religious authoritarianism, but in freedom, the rule of law, the separation of
religion from government, and national sovereignty. With hope, unity, and
collective effort, we can, under the leadership of Prince Reza Pahlavi, achieve a
free, prosperous, and secular democratic Iran.
